One 
exception, OECD Health Data is available as a downloadable executable file to be installed locally 
by each user. In addition, users can build cross-database tables from the OECD Statistical 
Compendium service, provided online to subscribers via our partner, DSI. 
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Building Tables - in Detail: 

1.  Find a data table and click the Deliver data button to open it. 

2.  Select the desired data series from the displayed dimension: 

first choose the Selection Method 

Single item — Select the checkbox for each desired data series. Click 
the yellow folder icon to view the data series contained in the folder - do 
not select the checkbox of a folder when Single item is checked. 
Range — Select the first and last checkbox of a continuous range of data 
series to select both and all the items in between them.  
Entire Folder — Select the checkbox beside a folder to select the folder 
and all its contents. 
Level — Select all data series on that level (levels indicated by folders) 

or enter a term in the search field and click the Search button 

then put a checkmark in the checkbox of the desired data series
